1. The meeting was called to order by President Edwards and a quorum was determined by roll call.

2.   All visitors were welcomed. 

 
3.   Approval of today=s agenda. 
 

Motion: Fuller Royal moved that today’s agenda be accepted. 
Second: Valerie Kilgore 
Action: Passed with the Chair not voting and Daniel Royal abstaining. 

 
4.    President’s Report: 

The Chair explained the important function of Committees. Committees are to prepare for Board 
consideration information and recommendations pertaining to the assigned area for research and 
development of ideas. All Committee chairs are to have reports ready for the next Board meeting 
on April 1, 2006. The Chair advised the Board that he planned to appoint several Committees 
during this meeting. Each Board must meet and function in accordance with the Open Meeting 
Law. The Board discussed whether to vote on the Committees as a whole or to vote on each 
Committee separately. 
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Motion: Fuller Royal moved to adopt the Committees in this agenda, and that the 
Committee members be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the Chair, who is given 
this authority for this time only. 

 Second: Diane Kennedy 
 Action: Passed with the Chair not voting and Daniel Royal abstaining. 
        

A. Current standing Committees:  
a. Education Committee (NAC 630A.098):  

 David Edwards, appointed himself (as the Chair), Greg Fihn, and the Secretary-
 Treasurer to this Committee. The Committee shall: 

(a) Examine the educational activities, quality of training seminars, 
meetings and materials used for educating homeopathic physicians, 
homeopathic assistants or advanced practitioners of homeopathy; 
(b) Each January, provide a report to the board that explains their findings; and 
(c) Make recommendations to the board regarding the education of homeopathic 
physicians, homeopathic assistants and advanced practitioners of homeopathy.  

   
  b. Complaint Committee (NRS 630.400):        

 This Committee must be composed of at least three members of the Board, at least  
 One of whom is a licensed homeopathic physician. The Chair appointed Daniel Royal to 

chair this Committee, with Diane Kennedy and Brent Hardy serving as members. This 
Committee shall review complaints filed with the Board after the complaints have first been 
reviewed by the Office of Attorney General and forwarded with recommendations for action. 
An investigation will be conducted by this Committee to determine whether there is a 
reasonable basis for recommending that the Board take action against a licensee or holder of 
a certificate who has failed to practice in compliance with NRS and NAC 630A. 

          
B.  Additional Committees 

 a. NIRB Committee: 
 The Chair appointed Diane Kennedy as chairman, Valerie Kilgore, Bruce Fong, 
and Chris Hussar. This Committee will: 

  1. Review AB 208 and clearly delineate BHME responsibilities; 
 2. Review current appointees and their qualifications; 

3. Decide if NIRB is to be supervised by (a) policy or (b) 630A NAC regulations. If to 
be supervised by NAC, this Committee will draft proposed regulations and present 
to BHME;  

               4. Interact with NIRB: All NIRB business to go thru this Committee first, before  
  BHME gets involved; AB 208; 
 6. Recommend any additions, deletions, or new language for a Bill Draft (BDR) in  
  2007 legislature if deemed prudent (i.e., remove the language for creating a   
  501 (c) (3) foundation); 
 7. Assist the BHME in selecting appointees to NIRB, including developing a list for  
  BHME to consider for filling appointments from the health care field.  
 8. Review current BHME appointees to the NIRB and determine if any should be  
  removed "at the pleasure" of the BHME.  
 9. Collaborate with Senators Schneider, Carlton and Heck to receive guidance in  
  carrying out the legislative mandate for the BHME to supervise, oversee, audit  
  and control the NIRB; 
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 10. Recommend ways for the BHME to be compensated for supervising, overseeing,  
  auditing, and controlling the NIRB; 
 11. Oversee, review, and control NIRB regulation functions after the ad hoc NIRB  
  Regulation Committee completes its review of the current proposed NIRB   
  regulations; 
 12. Develop a list of qualified lay members for submission to the Governor, and  
  Leaders of the Senate and Assembly for consideration as appointees to the NIRB; 
 13) Review the NIRB website, and make recommendations to the BHME as to its  
  format and content;  
 14. Recommend to the BHME term limits for NIRB appointees;  
 15. Develop a means for generating NIRB reports and assisting the BHME with its  
  annual report to the legislature; and  
 16. Review and clarify to the BHME the recent LCB Opinion requested by Senator  
  Tiffany regarding supervision of the NIRB.   
  
 b. NIRB Policy and Regulations Committee: 

 The Chair appointed Maria Fihn to be chairman, Greg Fihn, and Ann O’Connell. 
This Committee will: 

 1. Review any and all NIRB NAC regulations for BHME and recommend any   
  changes, deletions, corrections additions, etc. to BHME and NIRB; 
     2. Determine how BHME is to be compensated by IRB for this extra work; 
 3. Determine how NIRB should draft and request BHME review of NAC in the  
  future; 
     4. “Request” the NIRB to adopt by policy AND regulation Robert’s Rules of Order,  
  10th Edition; 
 5. Prepare for BHME submission the yearly report to the legislature mandated in AB208; 
 6. Mandate by regulation in NAC 630A that the NIRB must submit any and all  
  additions, deletions, and new language to the BHME for approval before   
  submitting such to the LCB; 
 7. Additional recommendations for BHME to consider, such as requiring NIRB to  
  forward for review by BHME a duplicate of their accounting to BHME Executive  
  Director and Secretary-Treasurer; and 
 8. Immediately following the work of this ad hoc Committee any and all ongoing  
  charges assigned to this ad hoc Committee are to be assumed by the standing  
  NIRB Committee.  
   

c. Legislative Committee (for additions, deletions, new language for NRS 630A): 
 The Chair appointed Brent Hardy as chairman, Fuller Royal, and Daniel Royal. 
This Committee is to review SB 436 introduced 3-26-05; recommend additions, 
deletions, or new language; and make recommendations for introducing new Bill Draft 
Resolutions (BDR) during the 2007 Legislative Session.      

 
d. NAC Review Committee (for additions, deletions, new language for NAC 630A): 

 The Chair appointed Fuller Royal as chairman, Kevin Jenkins, and Bruce Fong. 
This Committee is to: 

  1.  Draft any/all additions, changes, deletions to NAC 630A as directed by the BHME;  
 2. Review NAC 630A annually for additions, deletions, new language;   
 3. Develop language to be added to NAC for clarifying how Committees are to be  
  appointed (by Chair or by majority vote of the BHME); 
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 4.  Establish policy or recommend regulations for reimbursing BHME for past,  
  current and ongoing expenses incurred by the BHME for supervising and   
  approving any and all IRB activities, including LCB and DAG costs; and  
 5. Add Roberts Rules of Order, 10th Edition, to NAC 630A.  
 

C. New ad hoc Committees (only operational until work is completed): 
 a. Fiscal/Financial Committee:  

 The Chair appointed Diane Kennedy to be the chairman, Fuller Royal, Valerie 
Kilgore, and Mary Lou Heacock. This Committee will: 

 1. Review and summarize all debts, including the monies owing the Office of   
  Attorney General. 
 2. Tabulate past to present costs to BHME in supervising the NIRB, including costs  
  for legal services, time invested by Board members assisting the NIRB, and for all  
  NIRB related activities paid by the BHME (i.e., reimbursement for expenses  
  incurred by the BHME during the 2005 Legislature creation of the NIRB). The  
  Board may require the NIRB reimburse the money paid by the Board to   
  individuals lobbying for the passage of AB 208. 
 3. Obtain documentation from the IRS that donations to the BHME are tax-exempt. 
 4. Come forth with recommendations for BHME to consider related to financial  
  matters.   
 
 b. Policy Manual Committee:  

 The Chair appointed Mary Lou Heacock to be chairman, Brent Hardy, and 
Fuller Royal. This Committee will: 

  1. Review previous BHME policies. 
  2. Adopt policies necessary for operating the BHME which are not required by  
   regulation. 
  3. Make an Official Policy Manual for review by the BHME and legal counsel. 
  4. BHME is to approve the Manual by majority vote of the Board. 
  5. Executive Director will always have a Manual available during Board meetings.  
  6. Executive Director will provide a Policy Manual for each Board member and legal  
   counsel when requested to do so.        
 
5. Vice President=s Report. None 
 
6. Secretary-Treasurer=s Report: None 
 
7. Senator Schneider: letter to the Board, and comments made during the February 9, 2006 

meeting; consideration of a response from the Board. Fuller Royal advised the Board that 
Senator Schneider’s letter contains statements, comments, and serious accusations that should be 
answered by the Board, and should be included in the record. 

 
 Motion: Diane Kennedy moved that the Board appoint the Chair to draft a written response 

to Senator Schneider to be brought before the Board for discussion/action during the April 1, 
2006 Board Meeting. 

 Second: Greg Fihn 
 Action: passed with the Chair not voting, and Daniel Royal abstaining. 

 
8.  Michael Weber: letter to the Board relating to proceedings during the February 9, 2006 
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meeting; consideration of a response from the Board. Mr. Weber, a well-known parliamentarian, 
was present and shared his observation of today’s meeting as being conducted very well by the 
Chair, making it easier for the Board to conduct its business.  

      
Motion: Diane Kennedy moved that the Board adopt Mr. Weber’s comments and written 
statement during the February 9, 2006 Board meeting be written into the record.  
Second: Valerie Kilgore 
Action: Passed with the Chair not voting, and Daniel Royal abstaining.  
 

9.   Letter of appreciation in regards to the Office of Attorney General resolving Bigelsen 
v. Homeopathy Board of Nevada. Jennifer Crandell, Deputy AG, and Ned Reed, Deputy AG 
performed legal services for Board members, which resulted in a favorable judicial opinion.  
 
Motion: Fuller Royal moved that a letter of commendation be signed by all Board members 
and sent to Attorney General Chanos with a copy to each attorney expressing the Board’s 
appreciation for the excellent work performed by Jennifer Crandell, Deputy AG, and Ned 
Reed, Deputy AG. 
Second: Valerie Kilgore 

  Action: Passed unanimously with the Chair not voting.       
 
10. Request an audit of the NIRB and the NIRB Medical Foundation. The NIRB has failed to 

provide the Board with reports in October, 2005 and January 2006, as required by NRS 630A 
with the enactment of AB 208. Although the NIRB Medical Foundation was established on July 
26, 2005, no report has been forthcoming from Mr. Robert Gentry. 

 
Motion: Valerie Kilgore moved that the Board request an audit of the Nevada Institutional 
Review Board (NIRB) and the NIRB Medical Foundation by the appropriate State Agency. 
Second: Diane Kennedy 
Action: Passed with the Chair not voting, and Daniel Royal abstaining. 

 
11. Old Business: NRS 241 (Open Meeting Law); the Chair asked the Board to appoint a Chairman 

pro tem, enabling him to address Brent Hardy’s statement to the Board during the February 9, 
2006 Board Meeting. 

 
  Motion: Fuller Royal moved that Greg Fihn conduct the meeting as Chairman pro tem. 
  Second: Valerie Kilgore 
  Action: Passed with the Chair not voting.  
 

David Edwards asked Brent Hardy to explain his purpose for his statement regarding the Open 
Meeting Law, which he presented during the February 9, 2006 Board Meeting. Mr. Hardy 
explained that, because of the confusion during the past several weeks, his statement was made 
to remind the Board members to keep the Open Meeting Law when communicating with one 
another.  

 
Motion: Fuller Royal moved to remove the Chairman pro tem and restore the Chair to the 
President. 
Second: Brent Hardy 
Action: Passed with the Chair not voting. 
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12. Status of Executive Director: pending resignation of Mary Lou Heacock. During the February 
9, 2006 Board meeting, Board President Daniel Royal provided Mrs. Heacock with a letter 
accepting her resignation, and advising her she was not eligible to serve as Executive Director 
according to NRS and NAC. After the matter was discussed, Board members asked Mary Lou 
Heacock to continue as Executive Director. She agreed. 

 
Motion: Fuller Royal moved that the Board reject the letter of resignation from Mary Lou 
Heacock, Executive Director. 
Second: Valerie Kilgore 
Action: Passed with the Chair not voting, and Daniel Royal abstaining. 

 
13. Public comment. Mr. Weber complemented the Board for the manner in which the business of 

the Board was conducted. 
 
14. Announcements; Board meeting will be scheduled for April 1, 2006.     
 
15. Adjournment.  
 
  Motion: Brent Hardy moved the meeting be adjourned. 
  Second: Diane Kennedy 
  Action: Passed with the Chair not voting.
