1. President Daniel F. Royal called the meeting to order: roll call, determination of a quorum.

2. Welcome members of the Public: The following were present:

3. Minutes from the June 3, 2005 Board meeting were reviewed.
Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved that the minutes of the June 3, 2005 meeting be approved.
Second: David Edwards
Action: Passed unanimously

4. Assembly Bill 208 was reviewed by the Board as it relates to chapter 630A of NRS. Dr. Dean Friesen and
Dr. Daniel Royal explained the Legislative mandate to the Board and presented an overview of the
Nevada Institutional Board (NIRB). The Board was advised by Dr. Daniel Royal the necessity for taking
action as soon as the Governor signs the bill into law. The Board must also develop a protocol for
conducting IRBs, and assist the NIRB in developing rules and regulations. The NIRB committee will
consist of four representatives from the various medical disciplines within Nevada, which will be
appointed by the Board. One member will be selected by the governor, one by the Senate Majority
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Leader, and one by the Speaker of the Assembly. The following Nevada residents have been interviewed
by Dr. Daniel Royal for possible appointment:

Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved to give the President of the Board authority to make appointments to the
NIRB as mandated by the Legislature, selecting individuals from the approved list presented to the Board,
pursuant to AB 208 being signed by the Governor.

Second: Greg Fihn

Action: Passed unanimously.

5. Board will need to employ an Executive Director to work with the NIRB members; or the Board may vote
to delegate that authority to a Board member. No action.

The legislative mandate requires the Board to establish tax exempt status for the NIRB by obtaining a 501

Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved the Board appoint and authorize Robert Gentry, CPA, to develop a non-
profit support program and file for a tax deduction status pursuant to 26 U.S.C. paragraph 501 (c) (3).
Second: Valerie Kilgore

Motion: passed unanimously

6. It will take several weeks to obtain a tax exempt 501 (c) (3) status for the NIRB. Health Collegium
(Russell Jaffe, M.D., Ph.D.) has agreed to allow the NIRB to obtain funding by using its 501 (c) (3). A
10% administration fee would be charged to the Board for servicing any monies received.

Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved that the Board work with and through the Health Science Collegium
501 (c) pending DAG Ned Reed sTeview to ascertain if this is legally feasible.

Action: Passed unanimously

7. Anindividual or individuals will be needed to interact with the public and media when questions arise.

Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved to appoint Dr. Daniel Royal, President of the Homeopathic Board, to be
media and public liaison as the Board sTepresentative.

Second: David Edwards

Action: Passed unanimously

8. A discussion ensued pertaining to committees or individuals needed to coordinate activities, such as:
a. Legislation: the Board has been mandated to submit a report of the results of the NIRB to the 2007
Legislature, and make recommendations for bill drafts for statutory amendments, deletions, or additions

pertaining to alternative and complementary integrative therapies;

b. Regulations: amend, delete and make additions to NAC 630A necessary for regulating alternative and
complementary integrative therapies;
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c. Fund Raising: to encourage tax deductible donations to fund the NIRB.

d. Professional Liaison: to open a dialog with NHIMA and similar professional associations and
organizations within, but not limited to, Nevada.

9. LCB FILE NUMBER T007-04: The Board voted to make permanent the temporary regulation to
chapter 630A of NAC during the June 3, 2005 meeting. The Board must hold a public workshop, which
could be held prior to the July 23, 2005 meeting. The Board could convene to receive public comment on
LCB T007-04 prior to the scheduled business meeting on July 23, 2005. Action could be taken during the
regular Board meeting to adopt, amend, or reject the regulation. The Board Office is preparing the
regulation for final presentation to the public.

Motion: F. Fuller Royal moved to hold a public workshop prior to next July 23, 2005 Board meeting for
the purpose of making permanent the Board sTemporary regulation (LCB File No. T007-04).

Second: Valerie Kilgore

Action: Passed unanimously

10. An interim financial report was presented to the Board by the Secretary-Treasurer. No action.

11. Daniel F. Royal, and Dr. Dean Friesen, consultant to the Board during the 2005 Legislative Session are
preparing an account of expenses incurred. A report will be forthcoming. The Board needs to make a
determination as to the amount to be paid for legislative services rendered from May 1, 2005 through June
15, 2005.

Motion: David Edwards moved to reimburse expenses incurred by Dr. Daniel Royal and Dr. Dean
Friesen in an amount not to exceed $5,500.00.
Second: Greg Fihn
Action: Passed unanimously

12. Public Comment: The Executive Director informed the Board members that State Seal Board
personalized cards are available to board members. The board has acquired an American Express credit
card for Board expenses, such as air travel to meetings.
